It is strengthening its Governance, Secretariat team and its
capacity, Continuous Professional Development (CPD) seminars,
workshops, training, national, regional and international networking etc. I
would like to share news of our activities undertaken in October, 2011.

11th ICAB National Awards Giving Ceremony for Best
Published Accounts and Reports (BPA) 2010 

11th ICAB BPA Award Ceremony was held on October 04, 2011 at Pan
Pacific Hotel Sonargaon.  Mr. Mohammad Faruk Khan MP, Honourable
Minister for Commerce, GOB graced the occasion as Chief Guest. Dr. M.
Khairul Hossain, Chairman, Securities and Exchange Commission was the
Special Guest.  The awards are given under three different sectors: (i)
Financial Services (ii) Non Banking Financial Services (iii) Non financial
and in nine different categories under these three sectors, set by the South
Asian Federation of Accountants (SAFA), apex professional accounting
body under SAARC. ICAB also submits three nominations from each
sector and various categories to the Permanent Secretariat of South Asian
Federation of Accountants (SAFA) for regional competition among SAFA
countries. Likewise other SAFA countries  also submit their nominations. 

Review Committee for Published Accounts and Reports (RCPAR)
completed the evaluation and screening process for ICAB BPA National
Awards under the Chairmanship of Mr. Anwaruddin Chowdhury FCA.
RCPAR Committee did the evaluation of Annual Reports of the countries
other than Bangladesh received from SAFA Secretariat. We deeply
appreciate the untiring role of the RCPAR Committee members,
particularly all the evaluators for their dedicated contribution in the
adjudication process. First time ICAB has rendered appreciation by
presenting crests in a simple ceremony in the Council Room of  the CA
Bhaban to 19 evaluators and 02 ICAB officials on October 26, 2011, in
recognition of their commitment and voluntary services and effort given for
ICAB.

ICAB and IFC Stakeholders Consultation Workshop 

Ministry of Commerce, GOB has constituted a 17 member Committee
where ICAB is a member and Honourable Secretary, MOC is the Convenor
for “Drafting a New Companies Act for Bangladesh”, improving
business operating environment in Bangladesh. The Bangladesh
Investment Climate Fund (BICF) is providing advisory services by
providing both legal and technical support to draft the new Act. A
consultation workshop was held on October 11, 2011at Hotel Ruposhi
Bangla. The workshop was chaired by me, K.M. Tanjib-ul Alam, Barrister-
at-law moderated the session, while Mr Richard Gerald Shaw, international
Expert on Company Law, Mr Masrur Reaz, Program Manager, BICF and
Ms Jisha Sarwar, Consultant, BICF gave their valuable opinions. A five
member Company Act Sub- Committee, ICAB, led by Mr ASM Nayeem,
FCA, Council Member and Past President are working on it. The sub
Committee held meetings on October 5, 2011 and on October 26, 2011.
We will soon submit ICABs views to the MOC in this regard.

Committee Meeting with Bangladesh Bank

ICAB’s responsibilities do not end with Adoption of IFRSs/ IASs only, we

have to overcome challenges for
effective guidelines for implementing
the adopted BAS/BFRS. There are
some outstanding issues on Financial
Instruments: related to Banking
Sector and other issues related to
Bank Branch Audit, which needs to be
resolved with Bangladesh Bank for
clarity and strong financial discipline
in the Banking sector. With this
objective I headed a six member
team, to  attend a meeting with the
Honourable Governor, Bangladesh
Bank and his team on September 18, 2011. As a follow up of that,
Bangladesh Bank has formed a seven member committee, with Mr K.M.
Abdul Wadud, General Manager as Convenor, alongwith ICAB nominated
five members : Mr Shahadat Hossain, FCA, Vice President, Mr Sohel
Kasem, FCA, Council member and Past President, Mr Sabbir Ahmed,
FCA, Director, Hoda Vasi Chowdhury & Co, Mr Mehedi Hasan, FCA,
Partner, Rahman Rahman Huq and Dr Mahfuzul Haque, Director Learning
and Professional Development, ICAB. The Committee is working under an
agreed TOR with timeline.

ICAB 19th Convocation

ICAB held 19th Convocation for students qualified through the November-
December 2008 to May-June 2011 examinations on October 23, 2011 at
Hall of Fame, Bangabandhu International Conference Centre. Chief
Guest, Honourable President, People’s Republic of Bangladesh Mr Md
Zillur Rahman,. Vice Chancellor, North South University, Dr Hafiz
G.A.Siddiqui was Convocation Speaker. This Convocation was distinct, as
it  awarded certificates to the largest contingent of Chartered Accountants
in the history of  ICAB! It was also the first Convocation after the twinning
project contract of 2009, with the Institute of Chartered Accountants of
England and Wales (ICAEW) funded by World Bank. Collectively, the
newly qualified Chartered Accountants received certificates at the
Convocation had broken past records. A total of 232 qualified Chartered
Accountants, the largest number ever in the history of ICAB, received
certificates. Among them were 13 female qualified Chartered
Accountants!! Which was also remarkable. This Convocation also had the
highest number of Chartered Accountants who qualified by passing the
final level examination in a single attempt. It was noteworthy that among
the certificate recipients, 51 passed exams within their articleship period
while 19 passed all exam levels in single attempt. As a result, we are proud
to welcome a younger and committed generation of Chartered
Accountants, many of whom are younger than 22 to fulfill the demands of
the profession nationally and internationally. In this Convocation, we have
awarded appreciation medal to the first female qualified from ICAB in 1989:
Ms Suraiya Zannath Khan, FCA, Sr. Financial Management Specialist,
South Asia Region, The World Bank.  It is better to be late then never!! I
take the pleasure to share with you all that for the first time ICAB have
incorporated ultra violet light security and detector pen security in
Certificates issued by ICAB to the successful students.
